Biytk bir emek ve heyecanla yayimlamaya devam ettigimiz dergimize cesaret
ve gli¢ veren Yonetim Kurulumuza buradan tesekkiirlerimizi iletiyoruz.

Bu sayimizda, derleme makalesi olarak Melek Merve Yilmaz ve Ayperi Dikici Sigirtmag tarafindan
kaleme alinan ilk makale “Oku/ incesi bilim editimine i3gii pedagojik alan bilgisi: Odretmenterin mesleki
alan bilgisi modelleri ve erken ¢ocukluk bilim egitimini etkileyen faktérlerden yola ¢ikarak okul
oncesi bilim egitimine 6zgl pedagojik alan bilgisi icin hibrit bir model olusturulmasina vurgu
yapmast acisindan degerlidir. Diger derleme makale Elif Buldu, Aslihan Ozer, Giilsah Caliskan
tarafindan kaleme alinmustir. Calisma baslhigt “Tiirkiye'de okul oncesinde kaynastirma editimine iliskin
paydas  goviiglerinin  incelenmesi: Bir derleme ¢aligmas:” olarak karsimiza g¢ikmaktadir. Yazarlar bu
calismalarinda, 6gretmenlerin kaynastirma egitiminde kendilerini eksik ve yetersiz hissettiklerini
ortaya koyarak bu konuda kuramsal bilgiler ve giincel arastirmalar hakkinda detaylt bilgiler
sunmustur.

Bu sayimizda, arastirma makalesi olarak Yemliha Coskun, Ahmet Onem tarafindan yapilan “Ofkx/
dncesi dinem gocuklarmm meslek algilar: ve gelecede doniik mesleki hayaller?” bashkli makale dikkati
cekmektedir. Bu ¢alisama, ¢ocuklarin gorseldeki kisinin hangi meslegi yaptigini bilmemelerine ya
da farkli cevaplar vermelerine ragmen yaptigi islerle ilgili fikir ve bilgi sahibi olduklarini, yaptigt isi
anlamlandirdiklarini ve algladiklarini, gorseldeki kisinin hangi meslegi yaptigint bilen ¢ocuklarin o
kisinin yaptigt islere 6rnek verdiklerini, agikladiklarini ve nitelendirdiklerini ortaya koymustur. Diger
calisma Mesut Yilmaz, Merve Unal tarafindan yapilan “Oku/ dncesi editime devam eden 57-68 aylik
cocuklarm okul kaygilarmm incelenmes?’ baghgr ile karsimiza c¢itkmaktadir. Arastirma sonuglars;
arastirmaya katilan ¢ocuklarin dusiik dizeyde okul kaygisi yasadigina dikkat ¢ekmesi agisindan
onemlidir. Sinem Gildemir, Sinan Cinar tarafindan yapilan diger arastirmada “STEM etkinliklerinin
okl dncesi Ggrencilerinin yaratic: dijsiinmesine etkisi” ile yazarlar STEM etkinliklerinin okul 6ncesi 5-6 yas
grubu c¢ocuklarin yaraticiik dizeylerini; orijinallik, akicilik, zenginlestirme, basliklarin soyutlulugu
ve erken kapamaya direng boyutlarinda anlamli derecede arttirdigini ortaya koyan bir ¢alisma olmasi
acisindan dikkat ¢ekicidir. Hasan Dilek, Ertugrul Talu tarafindan yapilan bir diger arastirmada ise
“Okul oncesi rebberlik hizmetlerinin dederlendirilmes?” bashgt bizi karsitlamaktadir. Calisma, rehberlik
hizmetlerinin okul 6ncesi egitimde 6nemli oldugunu, cesitli problemlerle karsilasildigint ve rehberlik
hizmetlerinin daha da yayginlastirilmast gerektigini irdelemesi agisindan 6nemlidir.

Neslihan Avc, Berrin Somer Olmez, Miige Kunt, Pelin Pekince tarafindan kaleme alinan arastirma
makalesinde “Evlat edinen ve kornyucu ailelerin bebek ve kiigiik cocuklarzyla ilgili editim ibtiyaglar:” bashgt
dikkati cekmektedir. Bu calisma, evlat edinen ve koruyucu ailelerin 6zellikle erken miidahale
uygulamalarinda bebek ve kii¢iik ¢ocuklariyla ilgili egitim ihtiyaclarini ve taleplerini belirlemek
amaciyla aileye iliskin gbrislerin olusmasina katk: saglayacak niteliktedir. Nesrin Istkoglu, Serap
Erdogan, Zeynep Ceren Simsek, Ozge Akgiin tarafindan yapilan “Okwu/ Oncesi Egitimi Dergisine bir
bakas: Taribsel trendler ve gelecek vizyonu” baslikli arastirma makalesi sonuglari, yayinlanan makalelerin
¢ogunun g ile alt1 yas arasindaki ¢ocuklart hedefleyen derleme makaleler oldugunu, sifir ile iki yas
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arasindaki ¢ocuklarla ilgili makale sayisinin ¢ok daha dustik oldugunu gostermektedir. Makaleler
derinlemesine incelendiginde, cocuk gelisimi ve egitimine siklikla yer verildigi, ebeveyn katilim1 ve
cocuk sagligt ve bakimi konularinin ise makalelerde artarak yer aldigini ortaya koymasi agisindan
dikkat 6nemlidir. Ayrica Hafize Karasahin, Tarik Totan, Gékhan Aksu tarafindan yapilan “Erken
Cocukluk Déneminde Sosyal Beceri Olgegi Tiirkge formunun gecerlik ve giivenirligi” baslikli diger bir arastirma
makalesi karsimiza ¢tkmaktadir. Yapilan calisma, Sosyal Beceri Olgeginin ii¢ faktorld, gegerli ve
givenilir oldugunu ortaya ¢ikarmustir. Arastirma, erken ¢ocukluk egitiminde egitsel etkinlikleri
planlamada ve donem aragtirmalarinda kullanilabilecek yeterlige sahip bir Olgegi sunmast
bakimindan 6nemlidir.

Senay Bulut Pediik, Emine Ahmetoglu, Ezgi Aksin Yavuz tarafindan yapilan “Oku/ dncesi igretmen
adaylarman televigyon ve internette iledigi reflamlardaki ocuk haklarma iliskin goriisleri” bashkl arastirma
makalesi dikkati ¢ekmektedir. Arastirma sonuglarina gore, 6gretmen adaylarinin g¢ogu cocuk
haklarini bilmektedir. Ogretmen adaylarinin cogunlugu yasama hakki kategorisinde yer alan haklara
ornekler vermis, ¢ok azi ise reklamlarin ¢ocuk haklarini korundugunu ifade etmislerdir. Ulagilan bu
bulgular ¢alismanin alana katkist olarak dikkat ¢ekmektedir.

Hilal Yilmaz, Rengin Zembat tarafindan gerceklestirilen arastirma makalesi “Oku/ Oncesi Duygn
Diizenteme Olgegi'nin gecerlik ve giivenirlik. calismas:” baslhigt ile karsimiza cikmaktadir. Calisma ile
gelistirilen Okul Oncesi Duygu Diizenleme Olgeginin gecerli ve giivenilir bir 6l¢gme aract oldugu
belirlenmistir. Yusuf Akemoglu tarafindan yapilan arastirma makalesi “Otizm Spektrum Bozuklugn
olan cocuklarin iletisim becerilerini desteklemeye yonelik etkilesimli kitap okuma miidabalesinin etkililiginin
incelenmesi” bashgini tasimaktadir. Calisma sonuglart miidahale sirasinda ebeveynlerin stratejilert
kullanma sikliginin arttigini, dolayist ile ¢ocuklarin da iletisim baslatma ve iletisime yanit verme
davraniglarinin arttigini ortaya koymast agisindan dikkat cekicidir. Bir diger arastirma makalesi
Nesrin Isikoglu, Atiye Adak Ozdemir, Merve Altun, Ering Ergenekon tarafindan yapilan “Erken
cocuklnk editimi ogretmen ve yoneticilerinin Covid-19 pandeni deneyimleri: Y ornmlayic fenomenolojik analiz”
konulu ¢alismadir. Bu ¢alisma, katilimcilarin uzaktan egitimin sirdiiriilebilirligi baglaminda, uzaktan
egitimin Orgiin egitime destek olarak kullanilmasi, uzaktan egitim platformlarinin erisim ve icerik
acisindan zenginlestirilmesi, 6gretmenlerin teknoloji becerilerinin gelistirilmesi ve uzaktan egitim
yeterlikleri seklinde ti¢ farkli bakis agist ortaya koymalarina dikkat cekmektedir.

Bu sayimizda bulunan en son arastirma makalesi, Banu Dikmen Ada ve Rengin Zembat tarafindan
vapilan “Okul dncesi editim kurumlarmda calisan yoneticilerin yaraticr liderlik ozelliklerinin cesitli dediskentler
baglanunda incelenmesi” bashiklt ¢calisma olmustur. Bu arastirmada, okul 6ncesi egitim kurumlarinda
gbrev yapan yoneticilerin yaratici liderlik 6zellikleri orta diizeyin tGzerinde bulunmus, alana dikkat
cekici bir bakis acist kazandirilmustir.

We are proud and honored to present you with 12 research articles, 2 review articles, and a total of
14 research that will contribute to the field in the second issue of the fifth volume of the 2021
Journal of Early Childhood Studies (ECCD). We would like to express our gratitude to our Board
of Directors, who gave courage and strength to our magazine, which we continue to publish with
great effort and enthusiasm.

In this issue, the first article written by Melek Merve Yilmaz and Ayperi Dikici Sigirtmag as a review
article is titled “Science-specific pedagogical content knowledge: A model for early childhood teachers' professional
development”. This study is valuable in that it emphasizes the creation of a hybrid model for
pedagogical content knowledge specific to preschool science education, based on the pedagogical
content knowledge models in the literature and the factors affecting early childhood science
education. The other review article was written by Elif Buldu, Aslihan Ozer, Giilsah Caliskan. The
study title appeats as ""The investigation of stakeholders’ opinions abont inclusive education in early childhood in
Turkey: A literature review". In this study, the authors presented detailed information about the
theoretical information and current researches on this subject by revealing that teachers feel
inadequate and inadequate in inclusive education.

In this issue, as a research article titled "Preschool children’s occupational perceptions and dreams'" by
Yemliha Coskun and Ahmet Onem draws attention. In this study, it has been revealed that the
children have ideas and knowledge about the occupations , make sense of and perceive the jobs,
although they do not know what profession the person in the image does or they give different
answers, the children who know what profession the person in the image does, give examples,
explain and characterize the work of those persons . The other study comes up with the title of
“Tnvestigation of school anxieties of 57-68 months old children continuing pre-school education” by Mesut Yilmaz
and Merve Unal. Research results showed that it is important in terms of drawing attention to the
low level of school anxiety among the children participating in the study. In another study
conducted by Sinem Giildemir and Sinan Cinar named as "The ¢ffect of STEM activities on creative
thinking of preschool students". The results of the study reveal that STEM activities significantly increase
the creativity levels of preschool children aged 5-6 years in the dimensions of originality, fluency,
enrichment, abstractness of titles and resistance to premature closure. In another study conducted
by Hasan Dilek, Ertugrul Talu with the title of “The evaluation of preschool guidance services” welcomes
us. The study is important in terms of examining the importance of guidance services in pre-school
education, various problems encountered and the need for further dissemination of guidance
services.

In the research article written by Neslihan Avci, Berrin Somer Olmez, Miige Kunt, Pelin Pekince,
with the title of "Educational needs of adoptive and foster families regarding their mfants and toddlers” draws
attention. This study will contribute to the formation of opinions about the family in order to
determine the educational needs and demands of adoptive and foster families, especially in early
intervention practices. The article written by Nesrin Istkoglu, Serap Erdogan, Zeynep Ceren Simsek
and Ozge Akgtin titled as "Journal of Early Childhood Edncation: Historical trends and future vision". The
study show that most of the published articles are compilation articles targeting children between
the ages of three and six. It shows that the number of articles about children between the ages of
0 and 2 is much lower. When the articles are examined in depth, it is important to note that child
development and education are frequently included, while parent involvement and child health and

care are increasingly included in the articles. In addition, there is another research article titled as
"The validity and reliability of Turkish form of the social skills scale in early childhood" by Hafize Karasahin,
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Tarik Totan, Gokhan Aksu. The study revealed that the Social Skills Scale has three factors, is valid
and reliable. The research is important in terms of presenting a scale that can be used in planning
educational activities in early childhood education and in term research.

The research article titled "Preservice preschool teachers’ views on children’s rights in advertisements watched on
television and the internet” by Senay Bulut Peduk, Emine Ahmetoglu and Ezgi Aksin Yavuz attracts
attention. According to the results of the research, most of the teacher candidates know about
children's rights. The majority of the preservice teachers gave examples of the rights in the category
of the right to life, and few of them stated that the advertisements protect children's rights. These
findings draw attention as the contribution of the study to the field.

The research article writte by Hilal Yilmaz, Rengin Zembat is titled “I/alidity and reliability study of
the Preschool Emotion Regulation Scale”. 1t has been determined that the Preschool Emotion Regulation
Scale developed within the study is a valid and reliable measurement tool. The research article
conducted by Yusuf Akemoglu is titled “Effect of a brief online shared reading intervention to support
communication skills of children with Autism Spectrum Disorder”. The results of the study are remarkable
in terms of revealing that the frequency of use of strategies by parents increased during the
intervention, and therefore, the behaviors of children to initiate and respond to communication
increased. Another research article is the study on “Early childhood education teachers and administrators
experices of Covid-19 pandemic: Interpretative phenomenological analysis” by Nesrin Istkoglu, Atiye Adak
Ozdemir, Merve Altun, Erinc Ergenekon. This study draws attention to the three different
perspectives of the participants in the context of the sustainability of distance education: using
distance education as a support for formal education, enriching distance education platforms in
terms of access and content, developing teachers' technology skills and distance education
competencies.

The most recent manuscript included in this issue is the study titled “Investigation of creative
leadership characteristics of administrators working in preschool education institutions in the
context of various variables” by Banu Dikmen Ada and Rengin Zembat. In this study, the creative
leadership characteristics of administrators working in preschool educational institutions were
found to be above the average level, and remarkable insight was gained in the field.
